So, | am trying to get my arms around it if you would allow me.

In 2011,we agreed to a contract with them for 850 billable hours of work for each year for three years.
I am going through my notes so please forgive me. | may not be exactly accurate.

So, in 2011, because the contract began in the Fall there were no billable hours.

In 2012, we hired them for only 280 hours.

After you learned that we were terribly short on the hours in 2012, you may a concerted effort to use
them more and they billed 910 hours in the calendar year, 2013.
