You and I have often talked about this issue.

So, I am trying to get my arms around it if you would allow me.

In 2011 we agreed to a contract with them for 850 billable hours of work
for each year for three years.

I am going through my notes so please forgive me. I may not be exactly
accurate.
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So, in 2011, because the contract began in the Fall there were no billable
hours.

In 2012, we hired them for only 280 hours.

After you learned that we were terribly short on the hours in 2012, you
may a concerted effort to use them more and they billed 910 hours in the
calendar year, 2013.

In 2014, again with your efforts they billed 1,130 hours.

In 2015, they billed 690 hours.

So, forget the exact three year contract for a minute. Three years at 850
hours would be approximately 2,550 hours. 2,550. If you add up the
billable hours that my notes reflect, again, you probably have exact
numbers they have billed 3,010. 3,010.

I am sure your people may have different numbers or maybe I have done
a better job than I thought.

Please advise when it is convenient. I know that Victor is nervous about
keeping this relationship. He often talks to me about how great it is to work
with your people.
