                PROCLAMATION            2017-126 

 

WHERAS, our State’s long-running financial and economic challenges have turned into an unprecedented 

crisis that we must address; and, 

 

WHERAS, for two years, the majority in the General Assembly has ignored our recommendations for a 

long-term balanced budget; and, 

 

WHERAS, for the last two weeks, the majority in the General Assembly has ignored our request to stay in 

Springfield and get the job done; and, 
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WHERAS, Republicans in the General Assembly have laid out a compromise budget plan that is real and 

balanced; provides a true path to property tax reduction; reforms the way our state operates to reduce wasteful 

spending; funds our schools and human services; and spurs economic growth and job creation; and, 

 

WHERAS, this new compromise balanced budget plan is one I would sign into law and one which I hope 

the majority in the General Assembly will accept; and, 

 

WHERAS, Illinois needs economic reforms to create jobs; and,
