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State Agency Tracking of Single-Use Plastic Disposable Foodware – Fiscal Year 2025

Background: Public Act 103-470 (30 ILCS 567/10) requires each State agency, beginning July 1, 2024, to: 
1. Track its purchases of single-use plastic disposable foodware that are less than $2,000 or other not reduced to writing; and 
2. Establish goals to reduce such purchase based on tracked data. 
Each Agency must submit a report of its findings to the Governor and the General Assembly by October 1, 2025. 

Illinois EPA Findings
The Illinois Environmental protection Agency (Illinois EPA) has reviewed its purchasing activity for Fiscal Year 2025. Based on this review, the Agency did not order or purchase any single-use plastic disposable foodware during FY25, including transactions under $2,000 or those not reduced to writing. 

Because no such purchases occurred, the Agency did not establish reduction goals for this reporting period. 

Conclusion
The Illinois EPA remains committed to the goals of sustainability and waste reduction in all procurement practices. The Agency will continue to review and track purchases in future fiscal years in accordance with 30 ILCS 567/10.
