The Channahon Police Department received 10 in-car cameras through ILETSB grant funding in 2019 and all 10 remained installed in agency vehicles since the award of the grant. Over the past year we began to transition to a newer, updated, non-grant funded in-car camera, and as a result 3 cameras have been removed from service and the program. This decision was made based on Motorola announcing that the 4RE cameras were no longer going to be produced and we would soon no longer be able to purchase warranties on these devices.

The serial numbers for the 3 cameras removed from service are DVR2-065382, DVR2-065162, and DVR2-065202. They were all uninstalled when the vehicles were removed from service. One was in February, 2025 and the other two were in December, 2025. The replacement vehicles were upfitted with the newer Motorola M500 in car camera systems.
